The market continues to evolve with the convergence of broadcasting and
internet services, increasing adoption of internet-enabled televisions, and rising
demand for last-mile connectivity and after-sales service support.
Manufacturing and service activities related to set-top boxes, digital cable, and
broadband infrastructure remain key contributors to employment generation.
Looking ahead, expansion of high-speed broadband, IP-based broadcasting, and
smart network infrastructure is expected to further increase workforce demand.

Rapid technological change has created a growing skill gap, particularly in
installation, servicing, quality management, and customer support roles.
Emerging requirements include familiarity with digital transmission systems,
optical fibre networks, connected devices, and automation-enabled production
environments, highlighting the need for continuous upskilling.
